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ÅôOldõ national curriculum levels (e.g. Level 3, 4, 5) have 
been abolished for two years now.  
 
ÅFrom 2016, test scores have been reported as ôscaled 
scoresõ. 
 
ÅYour child is being taught with the highest expectations 

and is covering  all the required elements of the 
curriculum.  
 
ÅThe curriculum continues to be rigorous and sets high 

expectations.

On publication of the test results in July 2018:  
ÅA child awarded a scaled score of 100 is judged to 
have met the ônational standardõ in the area judged by 
the test.  
 
ÅA child awarded a scaled score of more than 100 is 
judged to have exceeded the national standard and 
demonstrated a higher than expected knowledge of 
the curriculum for their age.  
 
ÅA child awarded a scaled score of less than 100 is 
judged to have not yet met the national standard and 
performed below expectation for their age.  
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ÅAs these are the Key Stage 2 tests (not just Y6 
tests) questions assess objectives covered in Year 3 
through to Year 6.  

 
ÅAll children who take the Key Stage 2 tests complete 
the same test papers.  
 
ÅThe tests include a range of questions of differing 
levels of challenge.  
 
ÅFor the higher attaining pupils, each test will have 
the scope for them to show their strengths.  
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ÅKey Stage 2 SATs take place nationally in the week commencing 
14th May 2018 . 
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ÅStatutory tests will be administered in the following subjects:  
 
ü Grammar, Punctuation and Vocabulary and Grammar (45 minutes)  
ü Spelling (approximately 15 minutes ) 

 
ü Reading (60 minutes ) 

 
ü Mathematics  
- Paper 1: Arithmetic (30 minutes)  
- Paper 2: Reasoning (40 minutes)  
- Paper 3: Reasoning (40 minutes)  

 
ÅIn addition, some schools will be required to take part in Science testing, 

consisting of three tests in Biology, Physics and Chemistry. Not all schools will 
take part in this sampling, which takes place on a later date.  
 
ÅAll tests are externally marked.  

 
ÅWriting will be ôTeacher Assessedõ internally, as in recent years.
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ÅPaper 1 is a test given on grammar, punctuation and vocabulary.  

 
ÅThis test lasts for 45 minutes and requires short answer 

questions, including some multiple choice. (Out of 50 marks)  
 
ÅPaper 2 is a Spelling test which contains 20 words, lasting 

approximately 15 minutes. (Out of 20 marks)  
 
ÅMarks for these two tests are added together to give a total 

for Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling (GAPS).  
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ÅThe Reading Test consists of a single test paper with three 
unrelated reading texts, of differing levels of challenge.  
 

ÅChildren are given 60 minutes in total, which includes reading the 
texts and answering the questions.  
 

ÅA total of 50 marks are available.  
 

ÅQuestions are designed to assess the comprehension and 
understanding of a childõs reading. 
 

ÅSome questions are multiple choice or selected response, others 
require short answers and some require an extended response or 
explanation.
